Dear Parents/Carers

On behalf of the staff and Governors of Welton Primary we are pleased to welcome you and your child to our school community.  Over the next few months we will provide opportunities for you  and your child to visit the school on several occasions to ease the transition to our Foundation Unit in September.  
You will be aware that the admission number for Welton Primary School has been increased for September 2011 due to high demand of school places.  The Foundation Class will become a Foundation Unit with 45 pupils accommodated in two classrooms which can be used as a large shared space or two separate spaces, once building work has been completed.  Mr Mark Dyson will be Head of the Foundation Unit and will be joined by another teacher from the school (yet to be confirmed).  Our current Nursery Nurse, Mrs Hughes, will be joined by another qualified member of our current school staff, Mrs Rasdale.  In summary there will be two full time teachers and two full time Nursery Nurses and 45 pupils based on the current admissions list.  The aim is deliver the Foundation Curriculum through team teaching with the pupils being assigned to a registration or home group but with all adults sharing the overall responsibility for the pupils.  This will enable Mr Dyson to organise the environment effectively for learning to provided more spaces for quieter, teacher directed work as well as areas for play and creativity.
There are three different events for our transition process:-

1. Firstly, you will be invited to a Parents Evening at the school, where there will be an opportunity for you to walk around a number of displays about the school, school meals, the Foundation Class, the Out of School Club, the Friends of Welton Primary School and a uniform ordering point.  Children should not come to this meeting.  Please will you bring a t-shirt/jumper that fits or is slightly big for your child to the evening, so that you can place the uniform orders – payment will be required up front by either cheque or cash.  Orders have to be made early to ensure that uniform is received before the end of term.
2. Secondly, you and your child will be invited into school to take part in an informal ‘play’ session.  These will be held in the Foundation classroom.  There will be 15 children at each of these sessions.  The dates and times are shown overleaf.  On this day you will arrive at 10am with your child and stay with them for a short time and then Mrs Patrick will take you on a short tour of the school.  This will give your child time to play without you so that they can make new friends and explore the environment.  After the tour you will both be able to stay for a school lunch, after which you may leave the school. 

3. Thirdly, we will be inviting your child to come and spend half a day in school without you.  The children will be able to get to know the staff and the routines ready for September.
We appreciate that many children currently attend nurseries at different settings, however we would recommend that you try and arrange for them to come to the sessions held at the school as it is an important process in transition from nursery to school.  Mr Dyson will be attending a meeting with practitioners from the different nursery schools in the area in order to find out more about the children.

The following dates and times are for your child’s transition to school:-

When your child attends the session where we are inviting you to stay for lunch, (both parents can come if they would like!), there will be no charge for your child’s lunch, however we would be extremely grateful if you could contribute £2.00 per person towards the adult lunch/es.  The form attached gives you the options available.
We hope that this information is fully explanatory, but if you have got any problems, please do not hesitate to contact Mrs Jayne Patrick, School Business Manager.  Please could you complete the form overleaf and return it to the school as soon as possible.  Thank you for your support.
