FRIENDS OF WELTON SCHOOL

CONSTITUTION

1. TITLE – the Association shall be named “Friends of Welton School”.
2. AIMS – the object of the Association is to advance the education of the pupils at the school. In furtherance of this objective the Association may:
a. foster more extended relations between the staff, parents and others associated with the school.
b. engage in activities which support the school and advance the education of the pupils attending it,
c. provide and assist in the provision of facilities and resources for education and development for pupils at School (not normally provided by the Local Education Authority).
3. MEMBERSHIP
a. Membership of the Association shall consist of all the parents and Guardians of pupils attending the school plus staff and friends.
b. Members of the Association whose children have left School may continue to be members of the Association by becoming a “Friend”.
c. The Association shall confine its matters to social and fund raising activities – School politics shall be pursued through other channels.
4. MANAGEMENT
a. The management of the Association shall be vested in a Committee consisting of the following officers:

Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, Secretary, Treasurer and Vice Treasurer together with 14 School representatives.

b. The Head Teacher shall be an ex-officio member of the Committee.
c. One third of the members shall constitute a quorum.
d. All members of the Association shall be invited to meetings, including the Annual General Meeting when the annual election of the elective members shall take place.
e. The Committee is empowered to co-opt additional members.
f. The Committee may appoint sub-committees, as it deems necessary who shall report to the Committee all acts and proceedings.
g. Committee meetings shall be held at least once each term.
5. SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS
a. Special General Meetings may be called by:
i. the Secretary
ii. by direction of the general committee
iii. by written request of at least 10 members of the Association. 
b. Thirty days’ notice shall be given of any Special General Meeting to all members of the Association.
6. FINANCES
a. An auditor who is not a member of the Committee and is independent of the day to day running of the charity shall be elected at the AGM to audit the accounts and books of the Association.
b. The Treasurer shall be responsible for keeping account of all Income and Expenditure and shall present a Financial Report to all committee meetings and shall present the accounts duly audited for approval by the members at the Annual General Meeting.
c. A Bank Account shall be made in the name of the Association and withdrawals may be made on the signature of any two officers of the Association selected from four nominated officers, these being The Head Teacher, Chairperson, Treasurer, Vice Treasurer.
7. THE RULES
a. The General Committee shall be the sole authority for the rules and the decision of this Committee on all matters affecting the Association and not provided for in the rules shall be final and binding on all members.
b. The Committee shall act on behalf of the Association and shall make such arrangements as they may deem appropriate to secure the aim of the Association as expressed in rule 2, AIMS, subject to such rules as may be approved at an Annual General Meeting.
c. No alteration to this Constitution may be made except at the Annual General Meeting or a Special General Meeting called for this purpose. No amendments or alterations shall be made without the prior written permission of The Charity Commission to clauses 2, 11 and 17 and no alteration shall be made which could cause the Association to cease to be a charity in Law. Alterations to the Constitution shall receive the assent of two thirds of the members present and voting at an AGM or Special General Meeting.
d. The Secretary shall keep true minutes of each meeting of the Association and submit such minutes for approval at the subsequent meeting.
e. The Association may be dissolved by a resolution presented at a Special General Meeting called for this purpose. The resolution must have the assent of two thirds of those present and voting. Such resolution may give instructions for the disposal of any assets remaining after satisfying any outstanding debts and liabilities. These assets shall not be distributed among the members of the Association but will be given to the school for the benefit of the children of the School, or in the event of School closure to the School which the majority of children of the closing School will go, in any manner which is exclusively charitable in Law.  If effect cannot be given to this provision, then the assets can be given to some other charitable purpose.
