We want the area to be
used fcrr* many purposes: a p|.o.ce to explcrve nature at breaktimes and lunchtimes; an cut-
door classroom stg[e spot j:crrv curriculum |.eo.r~n.i.n.9; an area fcr* fcrvest school lessons in
Creative Context: and a ca[m'mg place f0r~ children to connect with nature and 'just be'.
The bid will allow us to build a sheltered seating area, a bird hide with bincculars, bird
feeding stations and large logs and animal houses to attract wildlife. This will create the
perfect area for science learning linked to habitats and living things across KSl and 2. A
water butt, ccmposter* and rakes will allow the children to maintain the area
Lndependentlg.

To allow the area to be used all year round, a path will be laid chm the plaggr*cu.nd. to
the fcrvest space.
