Code of Conduct

It is expected that all children demonstrate the highest levels of being ready, respectful, and
safe. If a child does not comply with this expectation, they may be asked to return home early
and parents will be required to make arrangements for collecting their children. No monies
would be re-funded.

Communication during visit

Children will not be permitted mobile phones during the visit, and these should be left at
home.

School will use parent mail to communicate safe arrival and departure and any delays.

On Monday and Tuesday there will be one parent mail at the end of the day to check in with
parent/carers.

Travel
By coach — York Pullman. The children should not bring drinks or snacks on the bus. It is a short journey.

Technology and other prohibited items

e Alltechnology and electrical items are prohibited, including phones and smart watches with
connectivity.

e All jewellery. Earrings will be removed for all activities. We recommend that these remain at home.

e No food, snacks or sweets. We are responsible for managing allergies and other dietary
requirements. We have children with serious allergies on the visit.

Children may want to bring a book in case they wake up early!

Adults and Supervision

Mr Selke will lead the visit. He will be accompanied by Mrs Millar, Mr Dixon and Mrs Gould.

The children will be in four activity groups, a member of Welton staff will be with each group, then the
activity leader from PGL will lead the actual activity, as the qualified specialist.

Accommodation

The children will be organised into rooms (room size is between 8 and 5). The rooms are single sex, each
having its own toilet and shower room. The staff rooms are on the same corridor and arranged
between the children’s rooms. Welton School staff are responsible for supervising the children in the
accommodation block.

The accommodation and student rooms are controlled by fob entry that only the Welton members of
staff have fobs for.

Before departure, children will provide staff with 4 names of friends, and they will be in a room with
one of these friends. They will be informed of their room group, in advance of the visit.

Additional Needs

The school completes its own risk assessment which include specific risk assessments if
necessary for individual needs. Prescribed Medication for the medical needs identified on the
consent form must be brought by an adult to the school office by Friday 16t May, in a clearly
named zip wallet, with a completed Administration of medicine form (available from the
school entrance).
