The Governing Body have agreed a policy that stipulates jewellery is not permitted at 
Welton Primary School.  This includes necklaces, any type of wrist band and rings. 
 

 
 
If your child has their ears pierced, they will not be able to participate in PE, break and 
activities that involve sport and physical for the first 6 weeks. After this time, they will 
need to remove their earrings before morning break and only replace them after lunch 
break or afternoon PE.    
 
If your child cannot easily remove and replace their own earrings, they should not wear 
earrings at school.  
 
We cannot recommend enough the idea of having ears pierced on the first 
weekend on the summer holidays thus enabling them to be removed by 
September.
