Our experience and evidence shows that this intervention works!

In Year 6, where children attended pre-teach everyday, the gap was closed and age-related expectation achieved in 100% of cases. This success has been

replicated for the past two academic years in Year 6 and in other year groups.

Pre-teaching the skills needed for the lesson that day means that children are more successful within the lesson.

It is the equivalent to approximately 50 hours / 2 weeks of teaching time per year from the teacher.
